If enough entries warrant, the show management will 
create classes for the professionals at the desired fence height.  If enough entries warrant, the show management will split Child/Adult Jumper into two sec-
Ɵons—Low and High.  There will be membership forms for the CDHJC at the show for you to renew for the new show year!!! 
$500 GAMBLER’S CHOICE— Choose your own path to the jumps—as many as possible with each jump assigned a point value within the Ɵme limit.  Full details 
available at the show.  Each horse is only eligible to enter for one round. Entry fee $50.  Payback—1st—$150, 2nd—$110, 3rd—$75, 4th—$40, $5—35, 6th—$30, 7th—30, 8th—$30
